BRHS BAND CAMP RULES

1.  You must be in sight of a chaperone at all times, PERIOD.  Do not wander off.
2.  Be on time to all scheduled activities (see DAILY SCHEDULE).
3.  Listen at all times for changes of time or rehearsal location.

4.  Be attentive at meeting with Camp Living Waters Staff on the first day.

5.  No Boys in Girls’ cabins or vice versa DAY OR NIGHT.  NO EXCEPTIONS!
6.  Eat at all meals, especially breakfast.  If you are not a breakfast eater, I suggest bringing something you can eat like granola or breakfast bars so you have some nutrition before lunch (no peanuts).
7.  NO HAZING, INITIATIONS or ANYTHING LIKE IT.  Not only is it demoralizing and counter-productive, it is also ILLEGAL.
8.  ABSOLUTELY NO ILLEGAL SUBSTANCES (alcohol, tobacco, drugs, weapons, lighters, matches, etc.).  Your parents will be notified, you will be sent home immediately, receive punishment from the school, and possibly be removed from the BRHS Band program.

9.  Lights out is NON-NEGOTIABLE.  You must be in bed and remain in your cabin the entire night.
10.  Listen to the Drum Majors, Section Leaders, Marching Staff, CLW Staff, and/or Chaperones when asked to do something.  They are looking out for your well-being as well as that of the entire band.
11.  Be polite and respectful to everyone throughout the week.  Say “please” and “thank you.”
12.  Clean up after yourself – absolutely no trash left after meals or in your cabins.  Leave your space cleaner than when you arrived.  Those at a table left dirty will clean up the entire dining hall at the next meal.
13.  DRINK LOTS OF WATER/Gatorade.  Stay hydrated and you will enjoy the week.
14.  Shower daily and wear deodorant… for your own comfort and those around you.

15.  Bring a modest swimsuit.  We swim when significant progress is made on the show.
16.  Abide by the school dress code at all times (obvious exception is for swimming).

17.  Everyone is expected to remain at the camp for the entire week.  The school and camp site become legally liable for you and your safety.
18.  Participate in activities, spirit games, etc.  These are designed to be fun for everyone!!
19.  Bring a pencil, music and instrument to all rehearsals and sectionals.  BE PREPARED.
20.  DO NOT LOSE MUSIC OR COORDINATE SHEETS!  Keep rubber bands around flip folder.

21.  No video game consoles or TVs in cabins.  iPads, iPods, phones and other personal electronic devices are YOUR RESPONSIBILITY if lost, broken or stolen.
22.  Stay out of other people’s things unless asked.
23.  Watch your language, this is a Christian youth camp, and we need to respect our hosts.
24.  Mr. Todd and all Marching and CLW staff and chaperones carry as much authority as the director.
25.  REST during rest time.  You may listen to music, play cards, talk quietly, etc. but you must be off your feet for the entire 45 minutes.  This is a state law and we all must abide by it.  Take time to relax.
26.  Do not go into any off-limits areas at any time.  Stay where you should be.  Stay in sight.
27.  Should an emergency occur, follow the safety precautions described at our first CLW meeting the morning we arrive (listen for the bell).
28.  Be prepared for rain.  We will use discretion as to whether or not we are outside; however, sometimes it is necessary to be out in the rain (if we get washed out the whole week, we’ll need to be outside at some point!).  Woodwind instruments will remain in cases if we do go out in rain.
29.  Bring lots of extra socks and underwear to stay comfortable.  Again, deodorant is a must!
30.  Wear sunscreen, hats, sunglasses, etc. while outside.  This is not the week to get a tan!
31.  We are to abide by the school rules at all times.  The Golden Rule is also in effect (treat others the way you want to be treated).
32.  This is high school band, and I expect you to behave and conduct yourself like you are in high school.  I expect to see behavior that is transitioning to being a young adult versus that of a child.  This includes not talking in rehearsal and when I am giving instructions to the group.

33.  ALL STUDENTS MUST BE SIGNED IN AND OUT OF OUR CAMP.  You must be signed in and out by your parent, legal guardian, or any adult given prior approval with written consent from parents.  Don’t forget parent pick-up is on Sunday at camp this year!
34.  MEDICATION – must be checked in the morning we leave for camp in its original prescription container that also indicates student name, dosage, etc.  We cannot accept meds outside of their original container.
**This is not the time to test limits.  Please abide by all of the above guidelines for a great week together.**
