Band Camp – What to Bring


· Wear comfortable clothes suitable for marching in any weather conditions – hot, cold, and wet.  Occasionally we march in rain if necessary… much discretion is taken into consideration.  Bring enough clothing for 4 days/nights.
· Comfortable athletic shoes and socks are best for band camp.  Sandals/open toes/boots are not allowed while marching. NO EXCEPTIONS!

· Sunburn protection – please be prepared to work in the sun.  Hats, sunscreen, sunglasses and other precautionary items are necessary.

· Modest swim suit, coverings, beach towel.

· Bring a water jug/bottle.  DRINK LOTS OF WATER BEFORE and DURING CAMP!!  You may also want to bring some kind of sports drink like Gatorade.
· Rehearsal supplies – Instrument, music, pencil, oil, reeds, music lyre, flip folder.  Lyres are available for purchase at check-in.  Coordinate sheets/drill will be passed out at camp.
· Please bring $10 the morning we check in for the required “AFRICAN SKETCHES” official marching band t-shirt and tell your section leader what size you need.

· Petty cash for the snack shop (no excessive money, please).

· All toiletry items:  Soap, shampoo, towel, deodorant, sunscreen, toothbrush, toothpaste, flip flops/sandals for night time.
· Bedding (pillow, pillow case, sheets, blanket).  Mattress and bunk provided.
· Fan/extension cord/a few power strips for large cabins
· Snacks for your cabin must be in a container – NO PEANUT PRODUCTS.
· Bring a good attitude; attitude is most important to make things work effectively.

· Be open-minded.  Change is an inevitable force for anyone seeking Excellence, so be willing to do different things for the greater good.
· Theme clothing:  Thursday –“African/Dashiki” Day (school appropriate)
Friday – Movie Character Day (school appropriate)
Saturday – Cardinal Pride Day

WHAT NOT  TO BRING

· TVs, X-Box, PS3 or any gaming console.  iPads, iPods, cell phones and other personal electronic devices are YOUR RESPONSIBILITY.

· Cots/air mattresses – this is provided by camp

· Excessive clothing/luggage.  We don’t have the space!
· Heavy/hot clothing.  Perhaps a sweatshirt for cool nights, but it should be hot during the day.

· Any pain medications or other over-the-counter items – must be checked in.

· Any food with peanut products or peanut oil!!!  We do not need a trip to the ER!!
· Anything in violation of school rules and state law (alcohol, tobacco, drugs, weapons, lighters, matches, etc.).  You will be sent home if found with them.
· Sour attitude – this week will be a blast!
